Meeting was called to order at 4:03 with a moment of silence. 

Sign-in and introductions ensued. 

Kirstin Carlson moved to approve minutes as submitted.  Victoria Henderson seconded.  Motion approved.

Henderson gave Treasurer’s report.  Epstein reminded the group to alert us to opportunities to gain sustainability funding, regardless of size. 
Flanigan announced orientation on Tues. 16 Mar., 6 PM, tentatively at Carlsbad Literacy Center. 
Alison Bryant was out ill today.  Flanigan reported on the community survey and asked for participation. Epstein said the publicity related to the survey is important.
Annie Hanway reported that planning for the Apr 24 Rx drug takeback is going along. Carlsbad Fire Dept has now joined the effort.
Hanway reported on the teen listening sessions conducted by her and Flanigan.  These have focused mainly on marijuana and Rx drugs.  Salvia divinorum and ecstasy are often mentioned. “Spice” has come up as a synthetic form of marijuana sold in tobacco stores. 

Action Groups

Students:

DC trip was canceled due to the snowstorms there and cancellation of flights.  We have 2 new volunteers for the group.
Prevention & Intervention Action Group
Lezlie Gravens reported that the group met about the summer recreation program.  Cpl Baca said that he is coordinating for the free meal sites to offer the program with an adult director and teen assistants at each site, with a collective carnival and visit from a sports star at summer’s end.  He is currently trying to work out details between Carlsbad Municipal Schools and the City to determine who will be the employer for the program staff. 
Faith Based: 

Houghton reported on positive feedback on Operation Bible in Hand at Crossroads.  One staff person there reported to him that she had been buying Bibles for some participants.  He is going to re-start the gardening program at Crossroads next week.
