Chair Bobby Sullivan called meeting to order at 4:05 PM.

Moment of silence held meditate on how we can each find ways to continue be be part of community wide drug prevention. 

Introductions ensued. 

Victoria Henderson moved to approve minutes as submitted.  Mike Antiporda seconded.  Motion approved.

Henderson gave Treasurer’s report. $122,229.74 is the current balance. 
Flanigan announced. 
Alison Bryant conducted Synar tobacco retail attempted sales operations this month. This year there were two stores assigned.  Youth from Loving assisted her with the program. 
Bryant handed out the workplace newsletter that has recently come out. She has been working on doing one on one consulting with local businesses.  She is working with some major area businesses, one of which is regional in scope.

The community alcohol survey process is now complete.  

Annie Hanway alerted us to the community garden workday this Sat. on the 800 blk of N. Mesquite. 
Action Groups

Law Enforcement:

Det. Fierro gave a presentation on a drug incinerator.  This has grown out of planning for the drug takeback event. He is requesting assistance from the Coalition to fund the device, which costs $3,700. Flanigan explained that she has recommended support of $499 with the stipulation that CPD make a constant disposal resource available to the public.  In the future, we would devote resources to promoting use of this disposal resource.  Sullivan said that he has also written this request into a grant application that he wrote.  He recommended that the funding be approved conditionally upon receipt of his grant.  Gonzalez stated that he must make the purchase by April 30 in order to maintain currently approved City funds. Questions regarding expenses of takeback event vs. incinerator.
Woods Houghton moved to fund $499.99 for incinerator. David Rogers seconded.
New Business

James Clark distributed a survey for the Carlsbad Community Art Alliance. 

Flanigan distributed samples of Artesia coalition’s latest postcard campaign to raise awareness about alcoholic energy drinks in their campaign to curb underage drinking.  

Woods Houghton presented a written request for $350 for Crossroads garden supplies. Houghton has sought research references for this program but hasn’t found any related to vegetable gardening. Gonzalez moved to fund up to $350 under a reimbursable arrangement based on Woods’s invoices. Rogers seconded.  Motion carried.
Partner Agencies

Melissa Bain presented a request from Carlsbad FFA. There are 50-60 students involved.  They are not otherwise funded.  The students want to have an entertainment hypnotist, Jim Wand, come to town as a fundraiser. The FFA Alumni club will provide security.  Tickets are $8; sales of 300 are expected. Kathryn Bass explained that, since the group has changed from a booster to an alumni club, they are free to share proceeds with community organizations.  The evening of May 6 is the planned date for the public; earlier for students. Total cost is $3,300 for two shows; 3500 for three. Antiporda asked about business sponsorship. Alison responded as a member of DWI Council, that the group’s members had many questions at the last meeting. There was much discussion regarding the need for ongoing strategies that are part of documented local drug problems.
Chief Gonzalez encouraged us to participate and encourage friends and businesses to participate in the Boys & Girls Club telethon, which occurs tomorrow. 
Houghton said that substance abuse treatment is sustaining a 40 per cent cut this year.  He encouraged us to speak with legislators about increasing alcohol taxes to fund treatment.  New Mexico lags behind other states in alcohol tax rates.  
Antiporda said that April 26 marks the Harlem Ambassadors performance at CHS.  He asked about the possibility of supplying tickets to our student action group. 
Antiporda complimented the staff on the orientation that occurred this month.
