Chair Bobby Sullivan called meeting to order at 4:05 PM.

Moment of silence & introductions. 

Minutes of April meeting were reviewed “Flanigan announced…,” was lined through.  Ben Schrop, the Prosecutor’s last name needs to be added

Epstein moved to approve minutes as amended.  Rogers seconded.  Motion approved.

Henderson gave Treasurer’s report. 

Flanigan reported on the successful Rx takeback program. 897 doses of controlled substances and 1000s of other meds were disposed of. Aguilar expressed thanks for our help with the event. 360 total cars for hazardous waste disposal; all got Rx storage/disposal brochure.  Thanks to the many individuals and agencies who helped. 
Taylor and Flanigan reported on the Southwest Meth & Phamaceutical Initiative HIDTA meeting last week. They are interested in our groups pursuing legislation that would make pseudophedrine a Schedule III (Rx only) drug. We discussed the economic advantages to the state to passing such legislation, and the danger of the 1-pot cooking method. Sullivan said that we are already being impacted by the problems in AZ. We need to frame the argument in what the costs to state government are. Joe recommended putting together a clear cost/benefit analysis comparing before/after legislation scenarios. 
Houghton asked about Rx company involvement. Flanigan replied that OR overcame those arguments, and we have descriptions in writing. 
Epstein moved to pursue precursor reclassification.  Rogers seconded.  Motion carried. 
Salvia divinorum legislation is another goal/advocacy action being requested by Flanigan and Taylor.  Local kids have reported using it and a local person was recently found to have a large quantity. Epstein suggested that we pursue this, but make meth precursor restriction a priority.  Waller recommended that we “flood the legislature” with emails and not just verbal input, not just during the legislative session. He has some contacts who will assist with legislative interaction.  Sullivan requested that a preliminary strategic plan be set in place by the time of next month’s community board meeting. 

Flanigan requested continued funding of $500 to continue text tip program. Houghton moved, Epstein seconded. Motion carried. 

Flanigan discussed the Good Behavior Game and supporting CMS.  Epstein said we should support it to the extent we can, in addition to signing up for the graduation summit this Sat. 
Bryant continues to work with CARC and they have taken the first step in being a partner in our workplace practices program.

Bryant attended the Mothers Against Meth conference last week.  She presented several statistics regarding substances currently addressed in our strategic plan and how they relate to meth.

Hanway reported on successful recognition of two Allsups vendors who refused to sell alcohol to an intoxicated person.  
Mitchell reported on the Artesia Coalition underage drinking town hall, held in collaboration with 8 students of Park Jr. High.  They collected information on solutions to underage drinking from the teens.  They showed the movie “This Place,” about youth-targeted marketing by the alcohol industry. The adults in the audience were very enthused with the effort.  The Coalition has turned continued efforts on town halls over to Officer Beasley and Micah Long at Park Jr. High, though the Coalition will continue to support and promote the meetings.
Action Groups

Faith-Based: Houghton reported on the Recovery Bible and Crossroads gardening program. Both have yielded inspiring successes. 

Partner Agencies
Epstein encouraged attendance at DARE graduations.

Health Council is beginning to look for a new half-time director to begin in July.  County has picked up funding at the rate of $22,000/year.  Candace Autry will leave her post at the end of June. Houghton is interested in a Health Council/County Extension partnership.
Bobby Ann Dictson, with NMSU’s Border Security and Defense Center presented information on meth awareness and prevention. She works with food security issues.  NMSU is seeking to train youth and adult trainers statewide to spread meth education.  They are cooperating with Patricia Rael of the Attorney General’s Office. 

Sullivan adjourned the meeting at 5:04 PM.
